Cloud exploration 

 

 

As our exploration of the weather deepens throughout this term, so too have our discussions.  We have 

been describing, identifying, drawing and creating a variety of  clouds.  Our focus has been on Cirrus, 

Cumulus, Nimbus, Stratus and Cumulonimbus.  Children have worked independently on sketching/drawing 

their chosen clouds as well as working cooperatively; sharing ideas and resources to create a group 

representation of a cloud. As a result, children have been reminded to keep looking up!

We have taken our weather forecasting and tracking to an international level over the last couple of 

weeks. Group 1 have shown themselves to be global citizens as they independently identified a city 

throughout the world that they would like to investigate further.

Yurt Farm mapping 

  

As a reflection on our adventurous Yurt Farm explorations, Group 1 were keen to map their experiences as 

well as the Yurt Farm itself. This meant reminiscing and recounting (we include Mia’s, Anica’s and Olive’s) 

the most memorable experiences and mapping where these memories came to fruition. Using mapping 

concepts and an understanding of both x axis and y axis, group loved exploring and locating where their 

memorable experiences happened.

We 

then replicated our own tornadoes in a jar.  The children wrote a procedure (or sequenced a pre-prepared 

procedure), followed directions as a duo or trio, collected resources and experimented with creating a 

vortex.  Some children added miniature lego pieces to show the effects of flying debris!  We include a copy 

of Nate’s procedure.

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Preschool

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Next, children, some accompanied by parents and teachers, took cards to the seniors. The cards had messages 

written by the children, for example, “I love my mum and baby possums” and “My grandad is old. His name is Bert”. 

Kinma parents, children and staff, Avalon House residents and staff all chatted together for a while and got to know 

a bit about each other.  
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We were then invited to see the “super special” railway, so after saying goodbye to the residents, we went through 

the Nursing Home to find the track. It was amazing. The children were very interested in the detailed scenes and 

discussed which train they liked and why. There was a button to press to start the engines moving, which was 

popular. 

 

         

Coming back we had more children and a bigger bus.  Everyone was hungry so there was a lot of conjecture about what might 

be in our lunchboxes that were waiting at Preschool.
