LICE 

Can every family please check their children’s hair again this weekend, and regularly thereafter as the lice 

issue is currently not under control.   

If we see children at school with lice we will contact families and ask you to take your children home to 

treat them before they are brought back to school. 

It is only when we all treat our hair on the same night that any real whole school change can be effected. 

 

It is important that if you find any lice or eggs that you continue treating your child's hair until there are 

absolutely none left. 

 

Some families find using thick conditioner nightly actually smothers the lice. Combing through the thick 

conditioners can then remove the eggs.  Other people are finding oils and natural products useful. These 

work through dehydration.

We have been involved in a huge variety of activities lately.  With our practicum student, Tina, from 

Macquarie University, we have been doing some different things.  She was keen to know more about our 

bushwalks and how we incorporate Aboriginal learning into our program, so here is some information for 

all on these topics. 

 

  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

The other day we went on a walk around the triangle.  We talked 

about doing a different walk rather than our usual bushwalk. Doing 

a triangle walk around our block (see the map).  This meant that we 

were walking by the road for the whole way.  Our road safety 

instructions were a sharing of ideas about what we should do.  The 

ideas were to hold hands, listen to the roads and adults, look for 

cars and stay together. 

 

We set off …. The first part was up hill so we walked slowly as we walked past the top part of the Kinma 

property.  This bush part up the hill is an animal corridor that connects the Garigal bush for the local 

wallabies and other animals.  

Our stop for a snack was by the drains and we thought about how the water got in the reservoir and where 

it was going to.  George said “the water comes from the rain”.  Sean said “the water goes down there”, 

pointing to the creek.  

  

Triangle Walk 
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We walked back along Aumuna Road stopping at the trail head for Dundundra Falls.  We talked about the 

Aboriginal carvings that are down that track. The children were keen to visit and we said if we go with 

some lunch and drink bottles we could try to visit.  It is a lot further that the usual walks we go on, but we 

could work towards it.  We also talked about the bush regeneration that takes place in that area to look 

after the native National Park for their great-great grandchildren. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Aboriginal Story Stones 
The other day Elia, Sean, Gretel and Bodhi started to look at 

the Aboriginal wooden carved story stones that I got from a 

wonderful conference about Nature Pedagogy in Melbourne. 

The wooden stones have symbols on them, we had a guess at 

what the symbols might mean.  There were a couple that we 

were certain about like one for sun and one for the stars.  

Others we had a guess at like digging holes, a track, cocoon, 

and even Easter eggs.  We will look up their meaning 

tomorrow. 

 

By exploring our local area we have learned about road 

safety, our bush lands being important to the local fauna and 

flora, how water travels, that Aboriginal carvings are close by 

and lots about the different trees and berries that are around 

us. 
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On the following day, we got out the story 

stones again and this time referred back to our 

floor book where there were Aboriginal symbols 

from when we painted our own stones.  We also 

used some other print outs to check what these 

wooden ones might mean. 

Max, Sean, George and Pablo found matching 

symbols for women sitting, stars, eggs/ant/fruit 

flower, water place, camp site, connected camp 

site, witchetty grubs, bush tucker.  There were 

some that we think might be for clapping sticks 

or maybe leaves.  Two could be for seasons 

where in one season there are flowers painted on and the other one is empty but they are the same shape.  

Later Holly and Coco came to look at them too. They were also keen to work out the meaning of these 

symbols.  Holly was quite certain that one of 

them was a leaf. 

From this experience the children have been 

investigating Aboriginal culture and the ways 

that they would have communicated. It is also 

thinking about different ways to communicate 

with each other.  We will continue to explore 

other ways that we can use the story stones 

and ways of connecting and learning more 

about Aboriginal culture.
